Bugun jamiyatimiz hayotida yuz berayotgan
o‘zgarishlar va tub islohotlar jarayoni fugarolik jami-
yati institutlari deya ta’riflanadigan nodavlat notijorat
tashkilotlari, jamoat birlashmalaridan ham ijtimoiy
faollikni talab etmoqgda. Xo'sh, ijtimoiy faollik o'zi
nima? ljtimoiy faollik deganda kishi gqaysi kasbning
egasi bo'lishidan, ganday lavozimda ishlashidan ga-
tiy nazar, uning jamiyat rivojiga hissa qo‘shishga,
zamondan ortda golmaslikka bo‘lgan harakatini tu-
shunish mumkin.

2022-yil 29-yanvar kuni “Yangi O‘zbekiston-
ning 2022-2026-yillarga mo‘ljallangan taraqqiyot
strategiyasi” qabul etilgani to‘g‘risida xabar tarqaldi.
Hujjatning 70-magqgsadi: “Yoshlarga oid davlat siyo-
satini takomillashtirish” etib belgilangan. Xususan,
bunda “Yoshlarni vatanparvarlik, fugarolik tuyg‘usi,
bag‘rikenglik, gonunlar, milliy va umuminsoniy gad-
riyatlarga hurmat ruhida, zararli ta’sirlar va oqim-
larga qarshi tura oladigan, hayotga bo‘lgan gat’iy
ishonch va garashlarga ega shaxs sifatida tarbi-
yalash” mas’uliyati yuklatilgan.

Demak, davlat hokimiyati tizimida mam-
lakatimizning ichki va tashqi siyosatida yoshlar-
ga doir vazifalar ko‘tarimogda va xal gilinmoqda.
Ma’lumki, 24-oktyabr kuni Yangi O‘zbekiston fugaro-
lari oldida katta siyosiy jarayon turibti - Prezidentlik-
ka saylovlar. Unda besh siyosiy partiya o'z nomzodi-
ni tavsiya etdi. Har bir partiya safida yoshlar mavjud.
O'ylab ko‘raylikchi, yoshlar pozitsiyasi ganday bo'li-
shi kerak? Ularning ijtimoiy-siyosiy faolligini munta-
zam oshirish uchun ganday omillar muhim?

Fikrimizcha, yoshlar davlat strategiyasida ko'rili-
shi, haqiqiy siyosat subyekti bo‘lib yetishlari uchun
quyidagi omillarga digqatlarini garatishlari kerak:

Birinchidan, ijtimoiy-siyosiy faol bo'lishlari uchun,
ular siyosiy bilimlarga ega bo‘lishlari kerak.

Jumladan, ma’lumki, jamiyatda igtisodiy, ijtimoiy,
ma’naviy sohalari davlat boshqaruviga bog'lig.
Aristotel aytganidek, davlat - erkin odamlarning
munosabatidir. Qachonki, davlatda barcha ijtimoiy
guruhlar, millatlar siyosiy  hokimiyat mohiyatini
tushunsa, davlat tomonidan qo‘yiladigan magsad-
lar sari harakat qilsa, ularga amal qilsa, o‘shan-
da davlat va ijtimoiy manfaatlar uyg‘unlashadi. Bu
borada Yangi O‘zbekistonda «Xalq gabulxonalari»,
Prezident va Bosh vazir Qabulxonalari joriy etilgan,
«mabhallabay» tizimi joriy etish orgali Kasaba uyush-
malar Federasiyasi, hokimiyat, mahalla bosbonlari,
prokuratura, «Mahalla va oilani qo‘llab- quvvatlash»
vazirligi hamkorligida davlat tomonidan, fugarolar-
ga, aynigsa, nochor, kambag‘al, ishsizlarga, uyga
muhtojlarga manzilli yordam berilmogda. Bularni
“kuchli davlatdan-kuchli fuqarolik jamiyati sari” tam-

oyilini amalga oshirish”, xalq davlatga emas, davlat
- xalgga xizmat qilishi»ning isbotidir deb tushuntira
bilish kerak.

Ikkinchidan, ijtimoiy-siyosiy faollik ekologik
madaniyatni talab etadi. Orol borasida nafaqat
davlatimiz tomonidan, balki halgaro tashkilotlar to-
monidan e’tibor garatish orgali bugungi va ertan-
gi kunimiz to‘g‘risida g‘amxo‘rlik bo‘ladi. Bu borada
O‘zbekiston Respublikasi Prezidenti BMT minbari-
dan barcha davlatlar rahbariga murojaat qilishi — bu
tashqi siyosatimizni nagadar chuqur o‘ylanganligidir.

Uchinchidan, davlatdagi barcha fugarolar, aynig-
sa, yoshlar, siyosiy tizimni takomillashtirishda, jum-
ladan, saylov jarayonda gancha faol bo‘lib, munosib
insonlarni hokimiyatda bo‘lishiga hissa qo‘shsa,
shunchalik o'z fuqarolik pozisiyasini nagadar ongli-
gini namoyon etadilar.

To'rtinchidan, har bir yosh yigit-qiz bilishi lozim-
ki, o'z faoliyatida ma’naviy —ma’rifiy ishlarga, ayniqg-
sa, milliy gadriyatlarni saqlab golishga urg‘u berishi
kerak. Masalan, bizning xalgimiz mehmondo’st,
bag'ri keng, bizning qonimizda yaxshilik gilish -
oddiydir. Misol, ota-ona va farzand munosabatlari,
go‘ni-qo‘shnilarga yordam berish. Bu tashqi siyo-
satimizda ham o‘zini namoyon etmoqda. O‘zbekis-
ton davlati barcha mamlakatlar bilan ochiq, kon-
struktiv siyosat olib boradi, aynigsa, Markaziy
Osiyo davlatlari bilan mintaga tinchligi, bargarorligi,
taraqqiyoti, ilmiy, ta’lim, jjodiy aloqgalar orqali bugun-
gi va kelajak avlodlarni o‘ylab, ularning farovonligi-
ni ta’'minlash borasida foydali hamkorlik alogalarni
mustahkamlash uchun mavjud imkoniyatlardan
unumli va samarali foydalanish orqali, O‘zbekiston
imidjini yanada oshirish uchun hissa qo‘shilmoqda.

Beshinchidan, Yangi O‘zbekiston olib borayot-
gan ichki va tashqi siyosatdan xabardor bo'lish, uni
tushuntira olish uchun xamisha o'z ustida, necha
yosh bo‘lishidan qat’iy nazar, ishlash.

Oltinchidan, dunyo bo‘yicha global miqyosida
muhim bo‘lgan xuquqiy hujjatlarni bilish, ulardan
kelib chiggan «Barqaror rivojlanish maqsadlari»ni
bosgichma-bosqich amalga oshirishda o'z hissasini
qgo‘shishga intilish.

Yettinchidan, yoshlar siyosiy ongi davlat tomoni-
dan olib borayotgan siyosatini to‘g‘ri tushuntira bilish
san’atida ham. Masalan, kichik va o‘rta biznes orga-
li davlatda nochorlar soni, kambag‘alchilik bartaraf
etiladi, to’kin sochin, farovon hayot orgali insonlar
davlatdan rozi bo‘lib yashaydi.

Davlat, gancha o'z faoliyatini jadallashtirish
uchun, xalqaro tajribaga tayansa, xalqaro tashkilot-
lar bilan hamkorlik gilsa, shuncha gqo‘ygan maqgsad-
larga tezroq erishadi. Masalan, O‘zbekiston BMT
institutlar hisoblanadigan XMT, YuNISEF, BSST
hamda YXXT yoki Shanxay Xamkorlik Tashkiloti bi-
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lan ganchalik ko'p, serqirrali hamkorlik qilsa, iqti-
sodiy o'sish jarayonlari oldinga yuradi, turli sohadagi
xavfsizligi ta’minlanadi, inson xuquglari ximoyalana-
di. Bularni yoshlar o'z faoliyatlarida tushuntira bilish-
lari kerak.

Yuqoridagi omillarni yoshlar galbi va ongiga sing-
dirishda jamiyat hayotining barcha sohalarini gam-
rab olish, ta’lim-tarbiya, targ‘ibot va tashviqotning
samarali usul va vositalaridan ogilona foydalanish
taqozo etiladi.

Demak, davlat rahbari takroran bundan buyon
ham yoshlarning harbiy bilim, ko‘nikma va malaka-
larini oshirishda targ‘ibot-tashviqot ishlarini olib bo-
rish ishlarini jadal davom ettirilishini urg‘ulamoqda.

Harbiy-vatanparvarlik tarbiyasi umumiy tarbiya-
ning tarkibiy qgismi bo'lib, yoshlarda Vatanni sevish,
uni fidokorona himoya qilishga tayyorgarlik va bun-
ga qodirlikni shakllantirishga yo‘naltiriigan. Uning
ma’naviy-ma’rifiy va nazariy asosi Vatanni himoya
gilish to‘g‘risidagi zamonaviy tegishli ilm-fan sohala-
rining xulosalari, xalgimizning Vatan va uni himoya
gilish hagidagi tarixiy va zamonaviy amaliy tajriba-
si, ilmiy merosi hamda mazkur masala bilan bog'liq
umuminsoniy qadriyatlar va zamonaviy talablar
hisoblanadi.

Yoshlarni turli yot g‘oya va tahdidlardan asrash,
o'z mustagqil fikriga ega, irodali, fidoyi va vatanparvar
insonlar etib tarbiyalash eng asosiy magsadlardan
biriga aylanmog‘i lozim. O‘zbekiston Respublikasi
Prezidenti Shavkat Mirziyoyev ta’kidlaganidek, “Tar-
biya va ta’limni bir-biridan alohida ajratib bo‘iImay-
di, bu ikki jarayon o‘zaro uyg‘un, uzluksiz asosda
tashkil etilgandagina odobli, yuksak ma’naviyatli,
shu bilan birga, bilimdon, zukko, ruhan va jismonan
sog‘lom, keng dunyoqarash, tafakkur va zamonaviy
kasb-hunar egasi bo‘lgan vatanparvar yoshlarni ye-
tishtirib beradi”.

Bugungi kunda mamlakatimizda Yangi
O‘zbekistonni barpo etishdek ulug‘ magsad-
ga erishish yo‘lida asosiy tayanchimiz bo‘lgan
azmu shijoatli yoshlarga e’tibor va g‘amxo‘rlik
ko‘rsatish, ularga barcha sohalarda o‘z iqtidori
va salohiyatini to‘lig namoyon etishi uchun zarur
sharoit va imkoniyatlar yaratib berilmoqda.

Unda xalgimizning azaliy
umid-niyatlari, yuksalish sari intilishlari o‘ziga xos
tarzda aks etmoqda. Uzoq o‘tmishdan hozirgi davr-
gacha milliy tafakkurimiz negizida shakllanib kel-
gan, turli g‘oya va amaliy harakatlarda o‘z ifodasini
topgan el-yurtimizning orzu-umidlari bugungi kunda

Yangi O‘zbekiston tushunchasiga jamuljam bo‘ldi.
Barchamiz jipslashib, tinimsiz o‘gib-o‘rgansak,
ishimizni mukammal va unumli bajarsak, zamonaviy
bilimlarni egallab, o‘zimizni ayamasdan mehnat
gilsak, albatta hayotimiz va jamiyatimiz o‘zgaradi”,
deydi davlatimiz rahbari Shavkat Mirziyoyev.

Jamiyatdagi barqarorlikni mustahkamlash va
davlatning xavfsizligini ta’'minlash barcha zamonaviy
davlatlari gatori O‘zbekiston uchun ham hayotiy
zaruratdir. Shularni nazarda tutib, O‘zbekiston Res-
publikasi mustaqil davlat va xalgaro munosabatlar-
ning sub’yekti sifatida o‘zining mudofaa siyosatini
barcha mamlakatlarning tinch-totuv yashashi, bosh-
ga davlatlarning ichki ishlariga aralashmaslik, ular-
ning mustagqilligini, shuningdek, davlatlararo tarkib
topgan chegaralarning buzilmasligi va o‘zgarmasli-
gini hurmat gilish prinsiplariga asoslaydi.

Fugaroviy faollikni ijtimoiy-siyosiy va mehnat
faoliyatiga ijodiy yondashuv sifatida baholash mum-
kin. Aynan insonning fugaroviy faolligi shaxsning
to'lagonli rivojlanishiga, undagi imkoniyatlarning
to'lig namoyon bo'lishiga xizmat giladi.

Depending on the quality of
assistance provided to immigrants, a positive image
of the state will be formed among residents of other
countries.

“Soft power” can indirectly influence other coun-
tries through these categories, since it has a policy
aimed at achieving its goal through attractiveness.
In the beginning, many were against the policy of
“soft power”. However, after the terrorist attack on
September 11, 2001, the United States introduced a
policy of “soft power” and the number of opponents
began to decrease. If a country is positioning itself
at its best through the media, but the reality does

not match the information, this can only worsen the
situation.

Today, the Republic of Korea is a member of the
G-20, participates in the activities of international or-
ganizations, has considerable experience in holding
international events, and actively promotes its politi-
cal and cultural values. She managed to develop her
own effective national model of “soft power” capable
of influencing the world. South Korea is a leader in
the production of high technologies, provides an op-
portunity to receive high-quality education, medical
services at affordable prices. South Korean culture
is also attractive. The traditions of Korean art, crafts
and cuisine have already spread all over the world.

The effectiveness of the South Korean “soft”
foreign policy model is increasingly felt in Central
Asia, in particular in Kazakhstan. Korean cuisine
restaurants, shops with Korean goods, clothing and
cosmetics, as well as household appliances and
electronics from the largest Korean manufacturers
are opening everywhere. The number of people
seeking to learn Korean or visit the “Land of the
Morning Calm” is growing exponentially. Bilateral
ties between Kazakhstan and the Republic of Korea
in the sphere of politics, economy and culture are
also being strengthened. Especially close coopera-
tion is observed in the sphere of business. Accord-
ing to the World Bank’s Doing Business 2016 report,
South Korea is ranked 4th in the world in terms of
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ease of doing business. Since gaining indepen-
dence, South Korea has become the most important
investor for Kazakhstan. It was not only a reliable
partner, but also a supplier of high-tech products to
the Kazakhstani markets. It was in the 90s of the
XX century. the largest South Korean TNCs such as
LG, Samsung, Daewoo, Hyundai, etc. came to Ka-
zakhstan. As of the end of 2014, more than 300 joint
Kazakh-Korean enterprises operate in Kazakhstan.
Now South Korean investors prefer high technolo-
gies (in terms of introducing modern developments
in management and services), telecommunications,
construction, agriculture, engineering and energy’.

Another component that attracts Kazakhstanis
is medical tourism. South Korea is one of the ad-
vanced countries in the field of healthcare and at-
tracts more and more attention of the people of Ka-
zakhstan. The demand of Kazakhstanis for medical
services in South Korea increased by 24 times in
2013, and among foreigners, Kazakh citizens are
the sixth in terms of the total number. In addition,
Kazakhstan is interested in developing contacts
with the Republic of Korea in the field of healthcare.
Within the framework of bilateral cooperation in Al-
maty, together with the partners of the Korean clinic
“Gangnam Severance”, the Kazakh-South Korean
Medical Center “SmartHealth” was opened, in ad-
dition, the Korean Center for Aesthetic Medicine
“DongBang” began to operate in Alma-Ata, and the
Center was opened in Ust-Kamenogorsk Korean
medicine “Korea U-Healthcare Center KUC” (Ko-
reaU-HealthCareCenter), etc.

South Korea has established itself, among other
things, as a country with a high level of education
quality. For 2014, in the rating of the effectiveness
of the national education system, it took 1st place,
ahead of such countries as the UK, USA, Japan,
Germany. Higher education institutions in Korea
are included in the ranking of the best universities
in Asia.

One of the main means of penetration into the
culture of the country, improving its understanding is
the study of the language of the country-subject. At
the same time, the popularization of the language of
the subject country can in itself serve as a marker of
the effectiveness of the soft power policy.

In today’s society, foreign language proficiency
and study abroad have become commonplace. In
higher educational institutions, professors exchange
experiences in their educational and experimental
work. After the collapse of the Union of Soviet So-
cialist Republics, the countries of Central Asia be-
came geostrategic partners of the major powers.
The first diplomatic relations between the countries
of Central Asia and the Republic of Korea began in

1992. Central Asia has caught the attention of South
Korea with its rich natural resources in demand for
exports such as oil, gas, coal and metal. In turn, in
order to improve diplomatic relations, South Korea
shares its experience in the field of electronics,
shipbuilding, automotive, construction and textile in-
dustries. The number of enterprises and companies
of the Republic of Korea in the countries of Cen-
tral Asia is increasing every year. Since 2007, the
forum “Republic of Korea - Central Asia” has been
held with the aim of developing cooperation in the
field of economy, society and politics. Representa-
tives and experts from different countries take part
in the forum. The 11th forum “Republic of Korea -
Central Asia” was held in Seoul in 2018. The forum
was attended by representatives of the public and
business sector of Korea, delegations from Central

Asian countries and international organizations.
During the forum, it was decided to continue the
partnership with an emphasis on the rational use of
water resources and environmental protection. In
addition, the Korean diaspora, which was deported
to Central Asia in 1937, made a significant contribu-
tion to the establishment of diplomatic relations. It is
known that about 500,000 ethnic Koreans currently
live in Central Asia. In 2017, various events were
held to celebrate the 80th anniversary of the Kore-
an diaspora. Former South Korean President Moon
Jae-in (2017-2022) congratulated his compatriots
and thanked the people of Central Asia for the warm
welcome. The residence of Koreans for 80 years
can be called a “bridge” that led to the establishment
of relations between Central Asia and South Korea.

Korean language and culture centers operate in
almost all capitals of Central Asia and are active-
ly supported by the Embassies of the Republic of
Korea. There are educational centers of the Repub-
lic of Korea in Bishkek and Tashkent; the Palace of
Korean Culture and Art in Tashkent; the Kyrgyz-Ko-
rean Information Access Center (Bishkek); the Ko-
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rean Cultural Center in Astana; the Tashkent City
Korean Cultural Center in Tashkent, etc. The cen-
ters host various events dedicated to Korean culture
and language, for example; The “Week of Korean
Culture” in Uzbekistan on 24.09-5.10.2021, as well
as exhibitions, festivals, music competitions, literary
evenings, celebrations of Korean holidays, open
lectures by professors, theatrical performances, etc.
Can be noted a wide range and richness of events
on the part of these centers.

One of the main means of penetration into the
culture of the country, improving its understanding is
the study of the language of the country-subject. At
the same time, the popularization of the language of
the subject’s country can in itself serve as a mark-
er of the effectiveness of the “soft power” policy.

In Central Asia, along with enterprises, the num-
ber of Korean cuisine is growing, and Korean brands
are also often found in stores of electrical goods
and cosmetics used in everyday life. Business re-
lations between Central Asia and South Korea have
brought significant changes to the education sys-
tem. Demand for the Korean language is growing
and a number of cultural events are taking place.
In addition to Korean language courses, many uni-

versities have increased the number of students in
the Korean language department. Many programs
and conditions have been organized and created for
students to study in a good environment. In addition
to lectures, special classes are held to present Ko-
rean culture or national dishes and clothes, interest-
ing competitions and performances. Despite the fact
that the number of students is increasing, all of them
receive a good level of education.

In more than ten universities of Kazakhstan, the
Korean language is taught, educational activities are
carried out by the Korean Education Center at the
Embassy of the Republic of Korea. Kazakh univer-
sities have established close ties with South Korean
partners within the framework of signed coopera-
tion agreements. Bilateral and unilateral exchange
programs are being implemented with the universi-
ties of Daegu, Gangnam, the Korean University of
Foreign Studies (HUFS), Kyunghee University, etc.
With the support of Korean partners, Republican
Olympiads and essay competitions are held. Proj-
ects are being implemented within the framework
of grant funding from the Korea Foundation, Korea
Foundation for Advanced Studies, and the Academy
of Korean Studies.

In addition, it is important to note that South Ko-
rea provides a quota for the employment of citizens
from Uzbekistan. According to the Ministry of La-
bor and Social Protection of the Population of Uz-
bekistan, on the basis of an agreement signed with
South Korea in 2007, 22.5 thousand people were
sent from Uzbekistan to work there. South Korea
says it has a need for highly educated and skilled
workers from Uzbekistan. According to official data,
more than 1,000 citizens of Uzbekistan are sent
to Korea annually as part of the Free Employment
System program. Now the issue of increasing the
quota for citizens of Uzbekistan who come to work
in the country is being discussed.

As for Korean culture, the Korean diaspora
living on the territory of Kazakhstan plays a huge
role in its dissemination. It makes a lot of efforts
to preserve its traditions and culture. Amateur art
groups have been created, republican festivals of
culture and art, exhibitions of works by Korean art-
ists and scientists are being held. At the same time,
the State Republican Korean Theater of Musical
Comedy is successfully functioning.

Another important component of traditional
Korean culture is taekwondo. This type of martial
arts officially appeared in Kazakhstan in 1991. To
date, the Taekwondo Federation (WTF) is function-
ing, and at the world championships Kazakhstan is
represented by the men’s and women’s teams. The
Taekwondo Federation of the Republic of Kazakh-
stan is one of the most authoritative sports organi-
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zations in the country and has good development
prospects.

Another component that attracts citizens of Cen-
tral Asian countries is medical tourism. South Ko-
rea is one of the leading countries in the field of
healthcare and attracts more and more attention
of residents of Kazakhstan. In addition, the Central
Asian countries, especially Kazakhstan and Uzbeki-
stan, are interested in developing contacts with the
Republic of Korea in the field of healthcare. With-
in the framework of bilateral cooperation, the Ka-
zakh-South Korean Medical Center “SmartHealth”
was opened in Alma-Ata together with the partners
of the Korean clinic “Kangnam Severance”. A Na-
tional Children’s Medical Center was opened in Uz-
bekistan jointly with South Korea. This is a unique
pediatric institution for Central Asia specializing in
high-tech medical services. There is an opportunity
to perform more than 1,500 unique surgical opera-
tions per year. More than 100 doctors and nurses
of the medical center have been trained in South
Korea to work at the center.

So, we come to the conclusion that South Ko-
rea has managed to create a national model of
“soft power” that can compete with the “soft power”
of such powers as Japan, the United States, and
Great Britain. The presence in the country of corpo-
rations that create high-tech products, ranging from
smartphones to cars, has raised the South Korean
brand to unprecedented heights. By introducing
modern technologies and innovations, Korea has
managed to preserve the traditional flavor, culture
and customs. By introducing modern technologies
and innovations, Korea has managed not only to
preserve the traditional flavor, culture and custom,
but also to spread it around the world. Given the
recent trends in the region, it is possible to predict
the further activation of the Korean soft power mod-
el. Which has managed to justify itself as a relevant
tool of the foreign policy of the Republic of Kazakh-
stan. However, despite the successes achieved in
the above-mentioned policy, the real prospect of in-
tensive cooperation in other areas remains vague
for several reasons: In general, it can be noted that
this is due to the nature of Korea’s trade relations
with the region, which is dominated by the resource
and raw material flow. Moreover, the absence of an
absolute leader in Central Asia complicated the in-
tegration processes necessary for the transport and
logistics corridor. Also, weak legal institutions that
could guarantee the inviolability of Korean business.
The above factors have a decisive influence on the
interest of the Korean side already.

The Republic of Kazakhstan and the Republic
of Korea are strategic partners and there are no po-
litical differences between them. The two countries

are united by long-term interests, a common under-
standing of responsibility for international securi-
ty and stability in Asia. Thus, they do not compete
with each other and are complementary. There are
currently about 300 Korean companies operating in
Kazakhstan. There are also big companies like LG,
Samsung, Hyundai, etc. Cooperation between the
two countries is strengthened every year?.

In Kazakhstan, the Korean language is studied
at universities such as the Kazakh University of In-
ternational Relations and World Languages. Abylai
Khan, Kazakh National University. Al-Farabi and the
Eurasian National University. Gumilyov. In KazU-
MOIWL at the time of the opening of the Korean de-
partment, the number of students was 4-5 people,
and today the number of students has exceeded
400. There are 3 specialties at the Faculty of Ko-
rean Studies: «Translation Studies», «Foreign Phi-
lology», «Oriental Studies». Students can study in
Korea on an exchange program. Every year, univer-
sities hold various events related to Korean culture.
There are also olympiads and scientific conferences
for CIS students. Participation in conferences al-
lows students to develop personal and professional
qualities that will be useful in the future in their work.

It is well known that South Korea has a signifi-
cant impact on the economy of Uzbekistan, and the
number of small Korean enterprises is growing in
Uzbekistan. Currently, 430 enterprises operate in
Uzbekistan with the help of Korean investors. These
include light industry, engineering, metallurgy, tour-
ism, etc. Thanks to these conditions, the demand for
the Korean language in Uzbekistan has increased.
As evidence of the growing demand for the Kore-
an language, the opening of Bucheon University in
2018 in the Republic of Uzbekistan can be cited as
an example. In order to prepare good specialists,
in addition to the Korean language, students have
the opportunity to study the economy, politics and
history of South Korea. There are only 3 special-
ties at the Faculty of Korean Studies: «Korean Lan-

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guage», «Economy and Politics of Korea», «History
and Culture of Korea». A feature of the university is
that students can study in Korea for 3 years and 1
year in Korea. After graduation, students will receive
a diploma from Bucheon University, which is a doc-
ument of higher education in Uzbekistan. The main
reason for the opening of this institution is the lack
of teachers in the field of preschool education. The
partners of the Tashkent State University of Orien-
tal Studies, the Embassy of the Republic of Korea
in the Republic of Uzbekistan, KOICA, the Korean
Foundation and the Academy of Korean Studies,
support students in learning the Korean language.
In addition, students can learn Korean at the Uz-
bek University of World Languages, Tashkent State
Pedagogical University named after Nizami, Tash-
kent State University of Oriental Studies and Inha
University in Tashkent.

Also, those who wish can study Korean at the
Sejeong Hakdang school. In addition to language
training, the Sejeong Hakdang school holds a «Ko-
rean culture day» twice a year, in spring and au-
tumn. Usually students take part in a concert pro-
gram, sing songs and dance to K-POP. In 2015, the
event was organized together with the education
center at the Embassy of the Republic of Korea. An
oratory competition was also held. 9 participants
took part in the competition and shared their views
on the topic «My Dream». And despite the fact that
they were held for the first time, students from Se-
jeong Hakdang showed excellent knowledge.

It can be said that the tourist attractions of Kyr-
gyzstan have provided great support in establishing
economic cooperation between South Korea and
Kyrgyzstan. For South Korea, cooperation in the
tourism industry with Kyrgyzstan is promising, since
South Korea is a country with a high population den-
sity. In addition, it contributes to the development of
agriculture, the growth in the production of wheat
and legumes. The Embassy of the Republic of Korea
was opened in 2008 in Bishkek, and in 2015, thanks

to the opening of the Korean International Coopera-
tion Agency KOICA, a partnership was established
between the two countries. After the opening of the
KOICA agency, major projects were launched. In
2017, on the occasion of the 25th anniversary of
the establishment of diplomatic relations, the Day
of Korean-Kyrgyz Friendship was celebrated. There
was also the slogan «Peace, friendship and a new
future» to express the friendly relations between Ko-
rea and Kyrgyzstan, countries with a similar history.

The Kyrgyz Republic also has a great interest in
the Korean language. Students study Korean at uni-
versities such as the Kyrgyz Bishkek Humanitarian
University named after. K. Karasaeva, Kyrgyz State
University. |. Arabaeva, Kyrgyz Korean College.
Universities often organize competitions in Korean
such as public speaking or quizzes related to Korea.
In 2018, a quiz competition was held at the Bish-
kek Humanitarian University among 15 students in
Korean. 1st-2nd year students took an entry-level
test, and 3rd-4th year students tested their abilities
by passing a high-level test. 200 Kyrgyz students
were able to visit and test the level of the Korean
language. In addition, during the summer period,
students work as volunteers at various events, and
also actively participate in them. Citizens who want
to learn Korean can study at the Korean Education
Center.

Tajikistan and South Korea cooperate in the
field of culture, art and sports. Agreements on co-
operation in the field of economy and trade are cur-
rently being discussed. Now students are studying
Korean as a second foreign language at the State
Pedagogical University in Tajikistan. In 2009, the
specialty «Korean language» was added to the
Tajik State Institute of Foreign Languages. On Oc-
tober 9, 2016, to celebrate Korean Alphabet Day,
students prepared national dances, mask dances,
fan dances, K-POP, K-DANCE performances, and
Joseon wedding tradition performances. An essay
and poem competition was held at the Tajik State
Institute of Foreign Languages, where students
read poems by Korean poets. Approximately 170
students participated, and they demonstrated not
only how well they learned Korean, but also gained
a lot of experience. As the number of young people
who want to learn Korean increases, the Tajik State
Institute of Foreign Languages and its partners in
South Korea have opened the Tajikkemyong Korean
language center.

There is only one institution of higher education
in Turkmenistan where the Korean language is
taught. This is the Azadi Institute of World Languag-
es. However, students and teachers are hard at
work. Before the Turkmen-Korean summit, a Turk-
men-Korean dictionary was developed with the par-
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ticipation of four students. At the XVII Asian Games
in Incheon, students of 2-3 courses from Turkmen-
istan went as volunteers and made their contribu-
tion. And in addition to Korean language courses, in
2014 a program was developed designed to learn
Korean using a computer or phone. In 2017, the 8th
Korean Oratory Competition was prepared. The stu-
dents prepared in advance for the topic «Korean cul-
ture that | would like to introduce to my friends» and
demonstrated their abilities. In the same year, there
was the 5th competition of national dishes, where
students prepared dishes of Turkish, Arabic, French
and cuisines of other countries. First-year students
got acquainted with the national cuisine of many
countries and took part in them personally, and they
were helped by senior students. Students who pre-
pared Korean national dishes took 2nd place.

The history and culture of Central Asia and South
Korea are similar, and now they have good diploma-
tic relations. Currently, there are many government
educational grants in South Korea. Education cen-
ters at the Embassy of the Republic of Korea exist
in Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan and Kyrgyzstan. Those
who wish can attend a Korean language course at
this center in autumn or spring. The centers often or-
ganize festivals where you can taste national dishes,
try on national costumes and watch special perfor-
mances. In the summer, students studying in edu-
cational institutions of the Republic of Korea come
and conduct special seminars. Also, in the summer
camp, those who wish can learn to play national in-
struments, play various games and get acquainted
with the student life of Korean students. In addition,
an exhibition of universities is held every year at the
Education Center. Representatives of about 20-30
universities from Korea provide detailed information
about universities. They answer all questions, also
come with small gifts for visitors as memories. Also
in the center you can take a test to determine the
level of the Korean language. Most of them go to
higher educational institutions to work.

Thus, the policy of “soft power” of South Korea
in the countries of Central Asia is highly effective.
South Korea was able to quickly and successfully
implement this policy due to a number of factors:

- First, in the 1990s, Russia significantly weak-
ened its position in the Central Asian republics.
South Korea began to show more and more interest
in these countries in the field of cooperation;

- secondly, with regard to South Korea, Kazakh-
stan has a strong Korean diaspora, which is not just
a living bridge between the two countries, but also
an active element in the development of bilateral re-
lations. The formed positive perception of Korea and
Koreans by the population of Kazakhstan is one of

the main factors contributing to the easy promotion
of South Korean business in the republic.

However, it should be noted that, despite all the
positive results of the “soft power” policy in this re-
gion, there are still a number of unresolved prob-
lems, in particular, the problem of employment. The
unemployment rate in the states of Central Asia
ranges from 40% to 83%, which contributes to a
high level of worker emigration, primarily to Russia.
South Korea has been able to achieve high results
by effectively pursuing a policy of “soft power”.

Soft power is of great importance in the disci-
pline of international relations and, contrary to popu-
lar belief, can act as a distraction in politics. Media
and media management, capable of mobilizing the
masses in the 21st century, which is considered the
century of high technology, have become a tool of
soft power and, if used effectively, have brought
success to countries in international politics. Since
the development of the film industry and the spread
of television, Western and especially American figu-
res have always been talked about in the main-
stream media. However, since the 2010s, elements
of South Korea’s popular culture that came from
Asia began to spread around the world, and the mu-
sic and film industry, which has become a symbol of
this country, has increased the country’s soft power.

As you know, for more than 120 years, the
American Hollywood film industry has not only been
in the United States of America (USA); It was fol-
lowed closely all over the world and a cultural sym-
bol was built. These films were exported all over the
world and the US economy benefited greatly from
this. With the increase in sound theaters since the
1930s, movie stars came to the fore even more, their
lifestyles were closely watched and people tried to
be like them. Along with the film industry, American
culture spread around the world, with a chain of fast
food restaurants and cafes. Thus, the US has ex-
tended its hegemony around the world through its
soft power brought by “Americanization” as well as
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its hard power. However, as the millennium rolled
on, American hegemony began to lose its cultural
monopoly, as in other fields, and found new rivals.
Among those competitors is South Korea, one
of the “Asian tigers” whose soft power is growing
in popular culture. The Chinese word hallyu, which
appeared in literature in the early 2000s and can
be translated as “Korean wave”, is an expression
describing the importance of the rise of South Ko-
rean pop culture. First, South Korean drama series
began to be exported to the international market.
Then, the use of Samsung brand technology tools
became widespread all over the world. While these
events were taking place in the early 2000s, the
South Korean state became aware of the econom-
ic and cultural development in question and began
to seek to turn this effect into soft power. Because,

according to a news report published on the BBC in
2012, the brand manager of the Seoul administra-
tion, Peter Kim, mentioned that a cultural brand had
not yet been established in South Korea.

In conclusion, we can see that South Korea has
been able to attract Central Asian countries through
soft influence, and it has been able to create its own
«soft power» national model that can compete with
the «soft power» of powers such as Japan, the Unit-
ed States, and the United Kingdom. The presence of
corporations in the country that create high-tech prod-
ucts, from smartphones to cars, has taken the South
Korean brand to unprecedented heights. Korea has
managed to preserve the traditional flavor, culture
and customs by introducing modern technology and
innovation. Through «soft power», the main goal is to
spread language and culture in Central Asia.
